Structure of the Chloroplast
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Chloroplast – organelle responsible for photosynthesis in eukaryotes

· Double membrane

· Contains its own DNA, ctDNA

· Can self-replicate

Stroma – liquid filling the chloroplast, site of the Calvin Cycle

Thylakoid – internal structure containing chlorophyll, site of light-dependent reactions

Grana – stacks of thylakoids

Chlorophyll – pigment that absorbs sunlight energy to convert to chemical energy
